He continued his education at
Memorial University in Newfoundland and the
University of Toronto in performance and music
education.

Prior to being appointed Organist and Director
of Music at St. Matthew's Church in Ottawa in 2005,
Stephen was the Assistant Organist at Canada's
"Methodist Cathedral", the Metropolitan United
(which houses both the largest pipe organ and
functional carillon in Canada! ) He is also presently
the co-director of the Anglican Chorale of Ottawa.
Stephen has been choral accompanist for several
groups including Toronto Mendelssohn Youth Choir,
The Conservatory Boys’ Choir and Seventeen
Voyces.
